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e Exit the M1 at jct 21 and follow the Motorway approach road to a
large roundabout by the Fosse Park Shopping Centre.

® Take the second exit to join the A5460, Narborough Road South
towards the City Centre.

e Follow the A5460 Narborough Road for 4 miles until the A47 jct.

e Turn right onto the A47, St Augustine Road (the Holiday Inn is ahead).

e Follow signs for the ‘Inner Ring Road’, take the second exit at the
large (Holiday Inn) roundabout to join the A594 (Inner Ring Road),
Vaughan Way. We are located on the right-hand side.

e Follow the A46 towards Leicester City Centre until reaching Birstall
and turn left onto the A6.

e Continue on the A6 until reaching the Inner Ring Road, A594, and
turn right into Vaughan Way. We are located on the left-hand side.
